Name means: Plated lizard or roof lizard

Lived: 156-140 million years ago (mid-late Jurassic period)

Found in: USA, Western Europe, India, Mongolia and Southern Africa
Diet: Planteater (it probably ate low-growing plants)

Size: 9 metres long and 3 metres tall

Features: It had 2 rows of bony plates in its back and 4 long spikes at
the end of its tail
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
